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Commander, today I write to you to inform you to the problems which have occurred recently in the key stages of development and testing of the Chronosphere project v.3.4.2.  In response to the events we have terminated the project for fear of the possible effects it could have on future attempts at the project.
The initial planning of the project began September 27th, <Year>.  The two progenitors were Cog of the Gear Squad and Chronos of the Lens Squad.  These two were researching and scientific front runners of their day.  In response to our initial foresight of the current dilemma they began to plan a way to prevent the current situation.
They came to the conclusion that the best way to solve the problem was to create a self contained warp space that could be used as a vacuum chamber between time-space.  After speculation and compilation of data and ancient records for the past 13 millennia of various cultures which the Network had uploaded, they drafted the Chronosphere.

Chronosphere was to be a dome with a radius of 100 yards.  The dome was to be framed in Reinforced Steel Alloys (see Spirit Steel of the Old Ones) with the frame being plated with clear diamond plates interspersed with geodes to conduct energy (see Mirrorri of Corram, Ancient Human Culture).  At the top is the Oculus, a large Crystal containing the essence of a Fae, which triggers the reaction.
In the initial project of Chronosphere Cog and Chronos both were on site for the first construction.  After two years of work, the structure gave way and collapsed in on itself.  The accepted explanation is that the Oculus was incapable of holding all of the energy that was conducted into it.

Chronosphere v.2.0 was planned four years after the initial disaster this time Chronos came to the conclusion that the Oculus needed between distributions of power.  As such a cluster of seven diamonds of the same style were placed in it.  Six were smaller and attached to the main central Diamond.  Yet in the process of the final test they didn’t put enough safe guard upon the Oculus which unleashed the contained Fae.  Only a small crew of five emerged alive.  Cog and Chronos were dead.
Chronosphere v.3.0 was headed up by the highest ranking survivor of the original Chronosphere project, Tube of the Lens Squad.  He began with three different revisions of the Chronosphere (v.3.1, v.3.2, v.3.3).  Each tested weaknesses in a smaller and more controlled environment with various stages of life.  One was non-sentient, the second was semi-sentient (animal), and the last was Sentient.  All were a success and as such he compiled the findings.  The structure was similar to that of v.2.0 but with minor modifications to allow for the integration of a new form of software.
On March 6th, <Year>, the project was to begin integration with the software chosen for it.  As a result, that morning, everyone was wired into the system for at least a brief moment for everyone’s knowledge up to the point regarding the project to be shared.  This was intended to minimize the chance of failure.  As such all were renamed to a Bit with a number in binary (see Ancient Programming Languages; numbers were between 0001 and 001000000000).  There were 512 of us.  This is where I believe we made a mistake.
That day I traced the initial transmission to one whom we have renamed Michelangelo (see Michelangelo Virus and Boot Sector Viruses).  This individual was not detected until one year after the integration.  On the same day one year later, the test was to happen.  The year progressed on without any problems.  Things were just according to schedule when March 6th came.  That day half (and exactly half) of the project defected.  All seemed to have lost a part of their personality when they awoke.  Some Escaped, some were Reformatted and some were Terminated.  All who were captured admitted to forgetfulness, and possible amnesia of who they once were.  
The last known state of each member in regards to this project is attached.  Those who rebelled are highlighted.  Each has a name and their Binary Bit code.  

I am motioning to no longer attempt this project as it has proven to lessen our numbers continuously.  The dangers are too great.
