Status: ANI is operational, in test mode.  Full activation has not yet been attempted.  Its passive self-alteration protocols are (tentatively) complete, and show great promise in allowing on-the-fly adaptation, even to completely unfamiliar situations.  However, ANI’s logical processing and control code do not seem up to the task of accounting for the full range of possible dynamic alterations to her code.
