You were so glad they had Cordelia to dote on as well; she is always in the best of health, though a bit too independent for her own good.  She never seems to learn that there is such a thing as breaking the limits.  Hopefully she will outgrow that by the time she is of marriageable age – after all, you can only expect so much from a ten-year-old.

You first met Jonathan within a month of your coming out ball.  While many other men who met you shied away from your frequent illnesses, he seemed to become protective of you instead.  The two of you formed a fast friendship that developed into something much deeper.  Your parents were almost shocked to see you on the verge of a proposal, for they never thought that such a day would come, or that your future husband would be so wealthy.  When they learned of his excellent pedigree, they could hardly contain their excitement, and when he proposed, they looked as though they were in heaven.  You had found the man of your dreams, and he is to this day the best thing that has ever happened to you.

Motivations

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Properties And Flaws

Property: Skilled Conversationalist (2) – Add +1 to your side’s total in all Social challenges that you’re participating in per level of Skilled Conversationalist.

Property: Clique - While attending a social event, you may use the Location’s base Population score in place of your base attribute value in all Social challenges in which you are a main participant.

Flaw: Not In The Best Of Health – If you end up in Body Combat, you throw a base value of 0 and may not spend attribute points to increase your total.  If you lose, you faint for about thirty seconds in addition to any Attack that is used on you.

Abilities And Attacks

Ability: Curiosity [soul] (Soul vs. Soul Challenge) – Social.  If successful, learn how your target feels about a topic of your choice (may be another character) in some detail.  Once per target per session.  Requires conversation.

One Use: A Sense For People (No Challenge) - Ask the target player any one question about his/her character, which he/she must answer truthfully and in detail.  Your character intuitively feels that whatever you have learned is likely true about the target.  You may only use this ability once on a given target per session.

Attack: Scapegoat (Mind) - Your target is confused and disoriented by your wit.  Any Abilities that succeed against you for the remainder of this Scene, you may cause to target the victim of this Attack instead if he/she is still present.  No combat is necessary if the target willingly agrees to take your falls for you.

Recoveries

Recovery: Words Of Praise - Every time you are complimented, you may recover a point of Soul.  Once per complimenter per session.
